Report on Extempore Speech Competition

The Department of Economics of Jagannath Singh College, Udharbond, Cachar successfully
organized an Extempore Speech Competition on 23rd April 2026 at 11:00 A.M. in the Smart Classroom.
The programme was presided over by Dr. S Somarendro Singha, Principal, of the college. The event
was conducted under the theme “Economics in Everyday Life”, aiming to encourage students to think
critically and express their ideas confidently without prior preparation.

A total of eight students actively participated in the competition. Each participant spoke on a
topic selected through a lottery system, ensuring fairness and spontaneity.

The judges assessed the participants based on content, delivery, confidence, and relevance to the topic.
Marks awarded by all three judges were combined to determine the final scores.
The event was efficiently coordinated by Dr. Minhaj Uddin Barbhuiya , the Head of the Department
along with Dr. Susmita Paul, Assistant Professor , Department of Economics whose efforts ensured the
smooth conduct of the programme.
